Phone Script-Use only as reference in making your ‘ask’ to the donor.  

You don’t need to say every word.

General script: we encourage you to use your best judgment in who you contact and what needs to be said to make the ‘ask’.  Many of the people you will be contacting are familiar with Camp Hertko Hollow so this lengthy script won’t be necessary.  However, there will be calls that you make where people have not heard of us before.  Therefore, you need to be prepared for different situations and have the most information about Camp Hertko Hollow on hand 

for easy reference.

Hello, this is……(your name)………calling about Camp Hertko Hollow, Iowa’s camp for kids with diabetes, 2009 Annual Fundraising Campaign.    May I speak with……(name)…….  (If the person you’re trying to reach is not home, speak to another member of the family who might be or who is familiar with Camp Hertko Hollow, or someone wanting to know more about our organization-then continue).

Hello/hi…(name of person, repeat the above paragraph if needed)….This year Camp Hertko Hollow is trying to raise over $60,000 in our 3rd Annual Campaign.  That would mean at least 80 kids living in Iowa with diabetes who need full financial assistance, would have the opportunity and be able to go to Camp Hertko Hollow during our 2010 camping sessions at the Des Moines Y Camp near Boone, IA.   Every year our camp grows in size.  In 1968, Dr. Hertko founded our camp with 37 kids attending.  In 2009, 356 kids with diabetes were registered.

If you haven’t heard of us before, Camp Hertko Hollow is a special residential camp for children who happen to have diabetes.  The camp has 2 one-week sessions for kids ages 6-18.  The first week is for teens ages 12-18 and the second week is for youth ages 6-11.  

At camp, children with diabetes are educated in better diabetes management and control methods.  Over 100 volunteers in medicine, nursing, pharmacy, dietetics, students form Iowa’s colleges in healthcare and counselors assist and help at our summer camp. Many of the volunteers have diabetes themselves and are excellent role models for the younger campers.  Campers learn from the medical staff about better diabetes management and health methods in controlling their disease and the volunteer medical staff learn from the campers.  The campers also have fun at camp with a full range of outdoor and indoor activities-just like other kids.

Diabetes is an expensive disease to manage and maintain.  It cost each child a campership fee of $750 dollars to attend Camp Hertko Hollow for 1 week.  The real cost of a campership is $1000.  Camp Hertko Hollow subsidizes every campership with $250.  All of our medical supplies are donated each year, including insulin, syringes, glucose tabs and more from pharmaceutical suppliers.  Other donations include camper supplies, snacks, toys, backpacks, craft items just to name a few.  All of these donations help save on the actual camper’s cost to go to Camp Hertko Hollow.
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In 2009, 89% of the registered campers needed some form of financial assistance for a partial or full campership to go to camp.  We’re asking for your financial support to help us this year for our 2010 camp season so that more children with diabetes can attend Camp Hertko Hollow.  We have several levels of giving for you to consider (give levels).  (I see that you’ve given in the past).  Would you consider increasing that amount to……..?  What would you consider for his year?
